Notes on Law School Scholarships
1. Scholarship applications submitted by the deadline of 24th April 2009 will be considered by the Law School Research Committee in mid-May. Late applications will not normally be accepted. Applicants will be informed of the outcome by the end of May. 

2. The main criteria which the Research Committee will take into account in recommending and awarding scholarships are academic merit, research potential and ability to complete the project. 

3. Scholarships will be offered for the purpose of the financial support of full-time students registered for the degrees of MPhil or PhD in the Law School, University of Manchester. There is no restriction on the field of study within the disciplines offered in the School, so long as there are staff to supervise that area. 

4. Scholarships offered in May will be for research degrees commencing or continuing in the next academic year (between the months of September to August).  Once awarded, funding may not be deferred to a later start date.

5. Law School scholarships are of variable value and may be renewed. They may be held jointly with other awards, or with part-time teaching contracts, subject to conditions which will be set out on the award letter. 
6. The offer of a Law School scholarship does not imply that University tuition fees will be waived - indeed the scholarship will be used to pay for University tuition fees first and any balance will be paid for the student's maintenance, normally paid at quarterly intervals.  Information on current tuition fees and estimated living costs is published on the University web pages (http://www.manchester.ac.uk/postgraduate/fees/).
